Impervious Cover Limitations also subject to Edwards Aquifer Rules where applicable inside the City’s jurisdiction.

Minimum side setbacks may be waived for one side for “zero lot line” residential subdivisions (one side of each lot shall adhere to the minimum setback requirements in such case)
Minimum side yard and back yard and lot area requirements may be modified using PUD in a mixed-use development

Minimum lot sizes (and minimum lot areas):

3,000 sq. ft — min. lot area per living unit in multifamily and duplex development

7,500 sq. ft. — min. lot area per living unit in MH2 districts and minimum 15" side separation between homes.

7.500 sq. ft. — duplex multifamily lots within a high-density urban residential neighborhood (and modify the widths and setbacks)

Max Lot Coverage = Total amount of impervious cover per lot (including building and impervious areas)

Maximum Impervious Cover = (% Coverage Allowed) X (Net Site Area). Lots have an Impervious Cover limitation that is part of the Max Lot Coverage. In other words, maximum
impervious cover applies to an entire development, whereas maximum lot coverage applies to individual lots. Nonresidential Development uses Maximum Impervious Cover only.

Lot size and Maximum Lot Coverage may be reduced for Clustered Residential Development.
Maximum of 8 living units in a row, per building

For comer lots, the side yard setback on side facing public right-of-way shall meet the same as front yard setback.

The use table in the existing ordinance is fairly easy to comprehend and interpret. On a
positive note, there is not an excess of unnecessary use categories; however, some
cleanup is required in order to make mixing of uses something that is intuitive and
allowable, without creating obstacles for applicants.

Building Typologies

One improvement that could pay large dividends and produce the types of integrated
neighborhoods and corridors outlined in LHTX2040 would be to incorporate building
typologies in addition to uses. The combination of these can ensure more predictable

outcomes in the built environment, and the resulting impacts would be more positive and

profitable for the community. The typologies recently adopted in Liberty Hill’s
comprehensive plan are:

- Accessory Dwelling Unit
- Cottage Court

- Townhouse

Performance Standards

Performance standards manage uses based on their impacts rather than just their type,
resulting in a more modern and realistic approach. The use table should be updated to
allow for a broader set of uses that are compatible. The actual impacts of the use (noise,
view, scale, etc.) can be anticipated, and limitations to mitigate them can be outlined in
the UDC. For example, a small-scale commercial use may have limited hours and receive
its deliveries by box truck, while a larger scale commercial use may have more extensive
operating hours and receives deliveries by semi-truck, which can be more disruptive to
the surrounding area. Managing the intensity of uses allows for a more appropriate mix of
uses near residential, provided their impacts are managed.

Housing Type Options

During the recent planning and engagement process, housing affordability emerged as an
increasing issue. The concern is that many residents do not have access to housing
options to fit their income and needs. The plan outlines a wide range of housing unit
types, many of which do not exist in Liberty Hill. However, they provide more revenue
per acre to the city and more potential price points for a wide array of income levels and
family types/sizes. The use of design standards, open space requirements, and
compatibility requirements can help these various housing models work well together and
feel cohesive.

Review and Administrative Procedures

Clarify the Development Process

It is important for applicants to understand rezoning, site plans, appeals, and other
development-related procedures. These procedures need to be clear and concise so every
user can easily follow the path forward. Graphics (such as flowcharts or tables) that lay
out the roles, responsibilities, and requirements for each process should be provided.
Additionally, impacts of potential change to a home rule city (anticipated in the next
election cycle) should be examined and incorporated; one example is the potential
requirement for a separate board of adjustment.

Tailor Zoning Upon Annexation

When new land is annexed into the city limits, typically the land is placed in an
agricultural zoning (also known as a holding zone). It is strongly recommended that these

tracts be rezoned in alignment with the FLUM at the time of annexation, to facilitate
orderly and appropriate development.

Increase “By Right” Development

The updated UDC should seek to allow more administrative approvals, with less or no
discretionary review by P&Z and Council, where appropriate. Cities typically require a
certain level of education, experience, and credentials to be placed in key decision-
making positions — therefore, decisions they are qualified to make might include
interpretation of a term, a pre-defined minor adjustment to a numerical standard, or initial
reviews. This keeps processes efficient and avoids penalizing applicants who propose
something creative or different with long, tedious hearings and notifications that can
bring inequity to application processes, and expensive, unpredictable waiting periods. To
accomplish this, a UDC needs objective, measurable development standards that are
congruent with community values.

Recent Legislative Impacts

The updated UDC needs to consider recent legislative changes that affect how cities can regulate
development and growth. We recommend collaboration with the city’s attorney on these matters.
Given the age and piecemeal approach to previous UDC updates, there may be state law from
several years ago that needs to be considered. Some new legislation from the 2021 and 2023
legislative sessions that should be incorporated into this update include:

HB 14 — Third Party Review

HB 14 allows applicants to seek a third-party review or inspection if the City fails to act
on an application or conduct an inspection within 15 days of a state-mandated deadline.
This applies to all development documents, which include preliminary plans, final plats,
site plans, certain license agreements, and building permits. If City staff conditionally
approves or disapproves a development document or a third-party inspection, the
applicant may appeal that decision to City Council. As such, it would be prudent for the
UDC to provide clear criteria that apply to conditional approval or disapproval for any
preliminary plans, final plats, or site plans that are required and addressed within its
contents. One goal of this updating process is to create efficiencies so that the threat of
third-party review due to delay is a non-issue.

HB 3699 — Subdivision Plan and Plat Regulation

HB 3699 amends state regulations for subdivisions. While most of its provisions relate to
administrative processes, outside the scope of the UDC, it does clarify the standards
applicable to subdivision approval. The UDC should be updated to be in conformance
with the new subdivision criteria.

HB 1381 Zoning Commission Hearing Requirement

HB 1381 states that a city’s planning & zoning commission will no longer need to hold
more than one hearing on a preliminary report for a proposed change in zoning

classification before submitting the report to the city council. The statute previously
required at least two hearings before the report was submitted to council. This allows
zoning changes within Liberty Hill to advance in a more efficient manner. The updated
process should be reflected within the UDC where applicable.

HB 1750 City Regulation of Agriculture Operations

HB 1750 nominally expands Texas’s right to farm laws by limiting a city’s ability to
impose zoning regulations on any agricultural operation within city limits. The bill places
the onus on cities that seek to restrict agricultural operation. They must prove that it is
necessary to impose zoning in order to protect the public from imminent danger. In order
to prove this, a city must obtain a report from a city health officer or consultant. A manual
being developed by Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service and its definitions on
generally accepted agricultural practices should be reflected in the UDC once it is made
readily available.

HB 2127 State Preemption of Municipal Regulation

HB 2127 states that Texas cities and counties are unable to enact local ordinances, orders,
or rules that that exceed, conflict with State law—unless expressly allowed by another
statute. The wide-ranging bill impacts the following:

- Agriculture Code

- Business & Commerce Code
- Finance Code

- Insurance Code

- Labor Code

- Natural Resources Code

- Property Code

The law would ultimately have significant implications for ordinances dealing with topics
from environmental conservation to housing policy. There is still much ambiguity on the
law, and it is currently in litigation. Coordination should be maintained with the City’s
attorney on any potential implications for the UDC.

SB 929 Non-Conforming Use Notification

SB 929 requires a city to provide written notice to both owners and renters containing
certain information regarding any proposed zoning change that could result in the
creation of a nonconforming use due to zoning text and classification changes. The bill
also establishes the compensation that the owner or lessee of property with a
nonconforming use is entitled to receive the nonconforming use is required to cease
operation due to amortization. The bill also waives all governmental immunity for a city
from an owner who seeks to enforce their rights under this law. As such, this legislation
should be considered as the drafting process of the UDC moves forward.

HB 2439 Building Materials

HB 2439 was passed in the 2021 legislative session and prohibits local municipalities
from passing ordinances that prohibit the use of specific types of building materials. Any
material that is approved by the national code is considered allowable in local
municipalities. Liberty Hill's UDC should remove building material finish requirements
to be in compliance with the state law. However, the code may introduce incentives to
encourage the use of preferred, high quality building materials. Building materials are
still permitted to be regulated as part of Planned Unit Developments and in designated
historic areas.

The Commissioners are currently monitoring the Roundabout Project, making
recommendations to the City Council about Main Street / Ranch Road 1869 intersection
proposed turn lanes, investigating the suggestion about having the city assume ownership
from TXDOT of selected portions of Ranch Road 1869, Devising a ‘Large Truck Route’ for
Trucks that will take them away from Main Street Downtown, and they are starting on a
major new project — Road Impact Fees.

Home Rule Charter Commission

The Home Rule Charter Commission has met 4 times, and they have made great progress
so far determining their recommendations that they will make to City Council regarding what
the future Charter should say about elections, representation, general administration, etc.
They have four more meetings scheduled. The Chair has suggested that they may need to
add meetings in order to cover all the ground they need to cover by January 2024. In
January 2024, the City Council will decide whether to call a Home Rule Charter Election for
May 2024.

Home Rule Charter will meet next November 13, 2023.

LH20 Task Force (Water)

Will meet next on Monday, October 23, 2023 — this task force is working on identifying and
recommending projects which will provide water for the city. Currently they are looking into
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Parkland Springs (formerly/commonly called Angel Springs) to assess the potential value of
the spring as a new water source.

The LH20, along with the City Council themselves, monitor the monthly LUE reports.

The LH20 Task Force has also recommended updates to the city’s Drought Ordinance, and
this will be on the City Council’'s agenda for 10-25-2023 for consideration. The
recommended updates encourage greater conservation of water.
